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Rationale for key issue 1

Ç Only 65-70% city area covered by centralised sewer system. 29% of the total

population dischargewastewater into septictanks/soakpits.

Ç Only 12,500 properties out of total 40,000 properties are connected to the

seweragenetwork.

Ç The network grid is incomplete due to the missing connections between the

hierarchiesof sewers.

Ç The seweragenetwork in the core city area collectsonly black water whereasthe

greywater is dischargedinto open drains.

Ç Overlappingroles & responsibilities(WSSD,IPH)results in uncoordinatedplanning

and implementation

Ç Weakenforcementof municipalbye-laws

Ç Lackof incentivesto motivate communitiesto opt for sewerconnections.

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Rationale for key issue 2

Ç 29%of the total population dischargewastewater into septictanks/soakpits.

Ç Highdesludginginterval (8-10 years).

Ç Septageremoved is dumped into the open drains or the water bodies.

Ç Lackof formal systemfor collection, conveyanceand treatment of septage.

Ç Most of the septic tanks doesnot conform to the required designstandards

Ç Lack of enforcement of by-laws/ building codes for design, construction and

maintenanceof septic tank.

Ç Lackof M&E systemsto track the performanceof the informal operators.
